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TW4. How can organic waste be (properly) recovered?

Mr. Lionel BENARD, head of environment - STAAP
Covering four districts with a total of 180 municipalities, SIAAP (the interdepartmental wastewater
authority for the Greater Paris area) is the only wastewater treatment authority in Europe. SIAAP,
established in 1970, is tasked with transporting and treating municipal and industrial wastewater and
storm water. This public authority employs 1,700 people to operate the largest industrial wastewater
facility in France: 420 km of pipes, storage structures with a capacity of over 900,000 cubic meters to
collect storm water and five treatment plants.
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Mr. Christian DURAND, chief executive officer - Terralys (Sita)

A subsidiary of Suez Environnement, TERRALYS is a major player in the organic waste management
industry in France. TERRALY'S works in partnership with local authorities and companies to achieve
optimum management of organic waste while promoting protection of the environment through its
local network of branches and operational centres. TERRALY'S takes charge of the waste at source, it
organises the transport and all aspects from processing through to the finished recovered product.

PERIFEM was founded in 1980 as a non-profit-making Technical Trade and Distribution
Association, with the aim of providing technical solutions in response to the concerns expressed
by professionals.
